The Canadian Red Cross Society Thunder Bay and District Branch has a lot of Disaster Response Training available!  The Red Cross offers Registration and Inquiry(R&I) Training which teaches volunteers how to register people that have been evacuated to a shelter, and they are also taught how to take inquiry’s to help reunite families.  In the past few years there has been two evacuations that have happen where evacuees were sent to Thunder Bay and Red Cross assisted: June 20, 1995 there was an evacuation from the communities of Deer Lake and Sachigo Lake because of a forest fire.   Red Cross staff and volunteers completed R&I for 300 evacuees.  The Canadian Red Cross, Northern Regional Emergency Response Team was dispatched to assist Thunder Bay.  Also on July 21, 1998 Lansdowne House was evacuated to Thunder Bay because of a forest fire, Red Cross again completed the R&I as well as other duties to help out.
