Dow Chemical, Neste Resins, Sterling Pulp Chemicals, Ltd. and CN Rail have sponsored the CCPA Trans CAER Safety Train so that it could be brought to Thunder Bay.  Numerous groups (ie. OPP, EMO, Abitibi Consolidated, Bowater Inc, Fire Dept.- city and rural volunteer departments and employees of the sponsor companies mentioned above) working in and around the Thunder Bay area were invited to visit the car. A presentation about the CCPA “TransCAER Safety Train” and your local CAER Companies’ initiatives to improve chemical transportation was made prior to visiting the car. The car was displayed on the Sterling Pulp Chemicals, Ltd. site, during the week of October 11, 1999.

Over the years, local Community Awareness Emergency Response (CAER) companies which are members of the Chemical Producers Association (CCPA), have trained their employees on the proper loading and unloading procedures of various types of railcars.  Now the CCPA Trans CAER Safety Train expands that opportunity for employees and responders to receive “hands on” familiarity with potential problems unique to railroad tank cars carrying chemicals.

The CCPA is made up of 72 member companies committed to the safe management of their chemical products throughout their life cycle, from the planning of new products to their manufacture, to their transportation, to their use and disposal if necessary.   The guidelines set by the CCPA for membership is called Responsible Care.  Responsible Care is a program defined by specific criteria called Codes of Practice.  One of the major Codes of Practice is the Transportation Code that is implemented through Trans CAER or Transportation Community Awareness and Emergency Response.  It details policies and procedures to be used to prevent transportation accidents by setting high standards for employee training, and the selection and use of responsible carriers. The CCPA through its member companies are proud to be able to make the “TransCAER Safety Train” available for display.
